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SPEED SWITCH

1. Open the unit door and note the Run time % setting.

2. If connected to the ducting of an AHU. Ensure the
green LED is illuminated on the unit and the low 
voltage (24VAC) connections are made. At the 
thermostat, ensure the heating, air conditioning and 
fan calls are set to "off" while measuring the air flow.

3. Turn the Run time % control to the "Test" position and 
close the door.

4. Wait until the boot-up sequence is completed (at least 
20 seconds).

5.     Remove the cap from the pressure port, attach the 
equipment and measure total static pressure.  

6. Verify CFM and confirm airflow with the chart.

7. Put the caps back on the pressure ports.

8. Set the Run time % control back to previous setting.

7. Volver a colocar el capuchón en el puertos de presión.

8. Volver a colocar el contról de % de tiempo de 
funcionamiento en su configuración anterior.
